DIRECTOR’S REPORT:
· DAE invoice for monthly work from July – December 2025
· We have three quotes from two fire vendors…the fire inspector needs to sign off on all final plans before conduit or anything else can be installed. A vendor needs to be selected before the drywall can be completed.
· Moving quote from Hallet Moving.
· Scott met with the director from Public Works, they walked the new building and discussed the upcoming move.
· Scott submitted updated list of SEI filers to the county.
· We received the first disbursement from Cook County and it was deposited into the 5/3rd account we left open in anticipation of the county not changing the deposit information as requested. Scott will be following up with the comptroller to address the next disbursement.
· We have received our PPRT check from the Village.
· The final grant report for our 200K state appropriation grant has been submitted and will receive reimbursement shortly.
· Our 100K state appropriation grant materials have been accepted and moved to final review. 
· Scott would like to discuss moving to ACH payments for our bills. ACH payments eliminate the need for check signers, allowing us to pay the bills as they come in rather than once a month. Vendors are also increasingly signaling they prefer ACH payments. Payments would still be secure and have fraud protection options.
